Digital cameras
Typically take in
3 x 4 format.
3/4 =    .75
Photos are:
3.5/5 = .70
4/6 =    .67
5/7 =    .71
8/10 =  .80



With a digital photo ratio 3 by 4
3.5 by 5 becomes 3.75 by 5
Hence .125 inches is cut equally
from top & bottom of photo



With a digital photo ratio 3 by 4
4 by 6 becomes 4.5 by 6
Hence .25 inches is cut equally
from top & bottom of photo



With a digital photo ratio 3 by 4
5 by 7 becomes 5.25 by 7
Hence .125 inches is cut equally
from top & bottom of photo



With a digital photo ratio 3 by 4
8 by 10 becomes 8 by 10.67
Hence .335 inches is cut equally
from left & right of photo

2525/300 = 8.42 inches

Photo is 2525 by 3495 dots.

3495/300 = 11.65 inches
